1 Howtoinstall SEAMLESS-IF Prototype 1

1.1 Technical requirements

Currently SEAMLESS-IF Prototype 1 is only available as a Microsoft Windows-application. A PC
with available hard disk space of 2 GB is required to install the system. Additional space of at least 1
GB is required to run models. SEAMLESS-IF Prototype 1 also requires that a Java 5 Runtime
Environment (JRE) and the Microsoft .NET Framework 2.0 are installed on the system.

To utilize al the functionality of the CAPRI TableViewer aso the software SVGView from Adobeis
required.

1.2 Howtoinstall and setup SEAMLESS-|IF Prototype 1

Often the installation can be done by users themselves but in case the user accounts are managed by
System Administrators, it is recommended to use their assistance.

To install the SEAMLESS-IF software, the installer has to be available either on a CD with Prototype
1 ( D1.4.1) or on your local computer. If not available, download the content of this CD from an ftp
location as described in the Release Notes and unzip the folder Prototypel.zip. Note that the total
download size is over 400 Mb, so it might take some time. After unzipping the Prototypel.zip folder,
open the file Index.htm or go to the directory called Installer. The file index.htm allows you to
navigate through the content of this CD and to install the SEAMLESS-IF software (Figure 2Figure 1)
along with other programs necessary for its successful functionality.

The directory Installer has four files, double-click 'Setup’ (or 'Setup.exe' if you have chosen to show
file extensions on your Microsoft Windows system). The installer only works under Microsoft
Windows.

If Java Runtime Environment is not installed on your computer or the installer cannot find it, adialog
box appears (Figure 3b) with options to either download the latest JRE from the Internet or to locate
an already existing installation on your computer manually.

1.3 Installing the Microsoft .NET Framework

If .NET is not installed on your computer, follow the installation link available in the index.htm
(Figure 1).The following window will appear (Figure 3a). By clicking the Download button, the
process on the .NET guided installation will start. The Microsoft .NET Framework is necessary to run
the Modcom Engine that isin the core of the APES Tool.

1.4 Installing Java Runtime Environment

If a Java Runtime Environment (JRE) is not present on your computer and you did not install it from
the link available on the CD (Figure 1), chose to download the latest version (you need at least Java
version 5.0 for running SEAMLESS-IF) from the internet and click 'Continue’ (Figure 3b).

Y our default internet browser will open the Java download web page ( Figure 4). Follow the download
and installation instructions on the web page. Y ou might have to allow the ActiveX-control from Sun

Microsystems, Inc. to be runin your browser.

1.5 Installation Path

The default installation path suggested
(Figure 6) might not suit your Microsoft
Windows system, depending on what
language it is. The folder 'Program'
generally does not exist on English
Windows versions, whereit instead is
called 'Program Files, on German
systems 'Programme’ etc. To avoid
creating an extradirectory for program
files, change the installation path to your
default folder for programs. Y ou will be
prompted by the system that the target
directory will be created (Figure 7).

When the installation path is set, click 'Next' to go to the pack installation screen ( Figure 8a). Choose

the models you want to be installed, click ‘'Next'.

1.6 GAMSand CAPRI

1.7 Starting SEAMLESS-IF Prototype 1

Locate the shortcut 'Start SeamlessiF' on your desktop and double-click it or use the shortcut created
in the Start menu. The start-up and initialization of SEAMLESS-IF Prototype 1 takes some time, for
quite a while (30 seconds or so) you will only see the black MS DOS-window. This window will
remain open during the whole session; if you close it you will also close SEAMLESS-IF Prototype 1.
The best isto minimize it to the task bar.

1.8 Creating aworkingdirectory

The current version of the installer does not create a default folder for saving projects. It is advisable to
create a directory for all SEAMLESS-IF projects, and a subdirectory in it for every project. Then save
the project file in its subdirectory. This will make managing projects and related files easier. Note that
the sample project file that comes with Prototype 1 is stored in the directory testcases. To avoid
creating disorder in this folder and to make sure that you always have a fresh copy of the samplefileit
is strongly suggested that you create a project folder, e. g. Sample Project in My Documents, copy the
sample file to this directory and work with it from there and then also save all your projects to this
folder.
